The Government of Benin (the "Government") and the United States of America, through
the Millennium Challenge Corporation ("MCC"), have entered into a Millennium Challenge
Account Compact of approximately US $ 375 million ("MCC Funding") to promote poverty
reduction and economic growth in Benin (the "Compact"). The Government, acting
through the Millennium Challenge Account Benin Il (MCA-Benin 1I) (the "MCA Entity"),
intends to use part of the MCC Funding to eligible payments under the contract for which
this Request for Proposals ("RFP)") is launched. Any payments made by the MCA Entity in
accordance with the proposed contract will be subject, in all respects, to the terms of the
Compact and related documents, including restrictions on the use of the MCC Funding and
disbursement conditions of the MCC Funding. No party other than the Government and
the MCA Entity will obtain any right under the Compact or have any right in relation to the
amounts of the MCC Funding.

The Benin power program consists of four (4) projects: (i) Policy Reform and Institutional
Strengthening Project; (ii) Electricity Generation Project; (iii) Electricity Distribution
Project; and (iv) Off-grid Electricity Access Project. The objective of the programme is to
increase the productivity and production for businesses, generate more economic
opportunities for households and improve the capacity to provide public and social
services by improving the quantity and quality of power supply.

This Request for Proposal follows the Compact General Procurement Notice No. 4 which
was published on dgMarket on April 12, 2018, in the UN Development Business Online
("UNDB") on April 16, 2019, on the MCA Entity website of the Entity MCA
www.mcabenin2.bj on April 15,2018 and in local newspaper "La Nation" and "Le Matinal"
of April 18 and 25, 2018.

MCA-Benin Il invites the Consultants, legally constituted and qualified to submit their
proposals in the framework of Recruitment of a Consultant to supervise the construction
works of the Distribution Project.

The selection process, as described, includes
the review and verification of past qualifications and achievements, as well as a reference
check, prior to contract award.
